Eliza Rubenstein is the Director of Choral and Vocal
Activities at Orange Coast College and the Artistic
Director of the Orange County Women'’s Chorus and
the Long Beach Chorale and Chamber Orchestra. Born
in Missouri to a musical family, Eliza first requested
violin lessons at age 4 so that she could “play on street

prizewinner. She conducted the Carnegie Hall premiere of
Kirke Mechem'’s cantata Songs of the Slave in 2017, and
she serves the California Choral Directors’ Association as
editor-in-chief of Cantate magazine. The Orange County
Register has praised her “expert direction,” and the Long
Beach Gazette has said that “musically and technically, she
has it all.”

For eight years Eliza was the assistant supervisor of the
Irvine Animal Care Center; she is the co-author of a
1995 book about dog adoption, and she's remembered
for her ACDA conference presentation cwalled “Sit,
Stay, Sing: What Choral Conductors Can Learn from
Dog Trainers.”
